Legislative report

Legislation harmful to dog owners 
continues to be proposed and passed 
throughout the country. Here are a few 
examples:

Norman, Oklahoma - Mandatory 
sterilization of all dogs four months of 
age or older unless an intact permit is 
purchased. It is unclear how much this 
permit could cost. Even with a kennel 
license and intact permit, the owner 
is still limited to breeding one litter per 
year regardless of the size of the litter.

Fort Smith, Arkansas - Arkansas Animal 
Services Board has drafted proposed 
changes to the animal ordinance that 
would include a $500 annual license for 
intact dogs and cats.

Albany County, New York - The Albany 
County legislature tabled two bills 
impacting dog ownership after listening 
to dog owners’ concerns. Proposal G 
would have eliminated tethering, even 
temporarily, while the owner is present. 
Proposal H would have allowed any 
person to enter a vehicle to remove 
an animal they believed is at risk. 
California passed this law last year even 
though the dog community opposed its 
passage. In California, the owner is 
responsible if a person “rescues” your 
dog out of your car and the dog bites 
someone. There is no liability on the 
part of the person who removed your 
dog if your dog gets loose and injured.

The Legislative Committee urges 
AMCA members to go to the AKC web 
site under Government Relations to 
view legislation. There are usually over 
a thousand bills proposed and passed 
annually in the United States.

All Around Alaskan Malamute 
committee

I will be sharing details in the upcoming 
Newsletters on each of the three 
awards our committee offers and their 
requirement to earn any or all of these 
certificates: AAAM, VAM or SAM.

Proof of Temperament

All three certificates awarded 
by the AAAMC require “proof of 
temperament”. This is typically shown 
in the way of community service and 
public interaction. If you need a basic 
guideline, think 40 hours.  We do NOT 
require 40 hours, but being in a single 
parade does not meet the requirement.

To submit your documentation for this 
requirement, pictures, letters, articles 
in the newspaper all help. Having and 
AKC “CGC” is NOT sufficient, but if you 
have whatever the current title is, send 
in proof of that as well.

If you visit schools, do sleddog demos, 
attend meet the breed booths, parades, 
therapy, reading programs with your 
dog, these are what we like to see and 
read about.

If you do performance work, letters 
from fellow competitors are welcome 
as well.

Below are a few miscellaneous topics 
that might help clarify questions.

For our at large members.
The AAAM Committee loves to get your 
application packets. If you have titles 
that are issued by your local kennel 
club (other than Championships).  Our 
committee may not be familiar with 
your rules.  We may ask you to submit a 
copy of your rules with your application 
packet.  

How do you apply, what goes in an 
Application packet?
It’s really simple to apply.  Currently our 
preferred method is to submit via email, 
and snail mail ONE packet with your 
application fee of $20 (we do accept 
PayPay payments).

Why the $20 application fee?
For years our committee mailed 
paperwork to each other for review and 
signatures.  We paid out of pocket.  We 
also snail mailed the certificates for 
signatures and to the National venue 
for the presentation of the awards.  
There is also the cost of supplies.

Application Packet

>>>>There is NO application form to fill 
out.<<<<
When you are ready to apply, gather 
your paperwork.  You will want to scan 
a copy of any and all certificates.  You 
will want to scan photos and letters.  

It’s really nice if you have a cover letter 
stating the titles earned and the dates 
earned.  Example for a SAM: CKC 
CH was earned on <date  WWPD is 
number X earned on <date> and AKC 
CD was earned on <date>, as stated 
above, include copies of each listed 
certificate.  

You don’t have to send a cover letter, but 
it sure helps me to verify completeness 
prior to sending to committee for 
review.  And if you list the different 
activities (dates times.) that is really 
appreciated.  Because if you document 
who/what/why/when/how, it’s much 
easier to agree that YOUR Malamute 
does indeed qualify whichever level 
you are applying for,

The application packet MUST be 
received by the Sept 1 deadline to be 
awarded during National week.  If it 
arrives Sept 2, it will be processed the 
next year.

Why Three?
These are not stepping stone titles.  If 
your dog qualifies for an AAAM, sure it 
also qualifies for a SAM.  But neither 
(with titles at the basic level) qualifies 
for a VAM.  A VAM requires advanced 
work or the majority of the requirements 
met for a title in two different disciplines.  
We have three so that more Malamutes 
can earn these certificates. There are 
dogs that simply may not show well, or 
to have been able to earn a CD.  

And…
Once earned, these certificates can be 
included in titles earned for any AMCA 
publication and events.  They can be 
printed on rosettes for Parades of Title 
Holders (not sure if all-breed clubs 
allow, but the AMCA does).

We do accept applications for 
Malamutes that are no longer with us.
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If any of you notice ads with dogs that 
look like they would qualify, give their 
owner a nudge to look up to see if they 
do.

And please, send in your packets as 
soon as you have them complete. The 
Working Dog Committee has been 
great helping with last minute working 
titles, but we can’t depend on their 
members having the time to assist if 
you wait until the last minute.

Deadline for submitting an application 
package is Sept 1.  Please note: You 
do NOT need to be an AMCA member 
to apply.  Feel free to suggest your 
puppy people apply for certificates their 
dog(s) qualify for.

Agility report
Chairpersons Wendy Corr and Laura 
Heft

Many of you have not considered 
performance activities and especially 
agility. Whether you watch it on TV or 
wander beyond the conformation ring 
you will see dogs racing around the ring 
flying over obstacle and racing through 
the Weave Poles.

The challenge to having Agility at the 
Regional/National requires that we 
have at least two rings measuring 
100 feet x 10 feet to accommodate 
the Basic, Standard and Jumpers 
With Weaves, classes and additional 
classes (Time To Beat, FAST, etc.). We 
also need at least 20 feet’ between the 
two rings and room for a Practice Jump 
area away from the competition. We 
need spaces for exhibitors to place for 
their crates, chairs and other items and 
should have room for family and friends 
as well as spectators who choose to 
watch the events.

They best type of arena would be 
specially prepared dirt or high-tech 
flooring especially designed for agility 
performance. These requirements 

cannot always be found at National 
Specialities, and locating the right place 
near a National is always challenging. 
The National Committee tries to include 
Agility when choosing potential sites 
and this helps us in providing future 
Agility Trials.

Our Regional and National this year 
is scheduled held in Topeka, Kansas 
at the Kansas ExpoCentre. The Agility 
Trial will be held on 10/28-29/19 at the 
same site but will be in the RR Domer 
Livestock Arena. Laura Heft and I are 
working hard to provide a pleasant 
and fun experience for all exhibitors 
and spectators. We have most of the 
pieces required for a successful Agility 
Trial (grounds, secure site with fencing 
all round, agility judge, Trial Secretary, 
agility equipment, etc.).

Thanks to our National Committee I 
have been informed that the Regional/
National for 2020 will be held in Albany, 
Oregon and Sharon Weston, Laura Heft 
and I are already working on securing 
the arrangements for the Regional/
National the Trial. The 2021 Regional/
National Chairperson is Ruth Levesque 
and we are securing an agility site that 
we have used before and know it is a 
safe and secure site.

Thanks to the National Committee, 
the next few years, are secured and 
agility should be available to anyone 
wanting to have FUN with their Alaskan 
malamute.

AKC Delegate Year End Report

The delegates had 15 items to be voted 
on: 12 changes passed. One was sent 
back to the committee for revisions 
(Chapter 14, Section 5) and two were 
defeated (Chapter 11, Section 8-A (DQ 
Changes) and Chapter 11, Section8-A 
(Reinstatement)). The vote on what’s 
become known as 1+1=1 (Chapter 
16, Section 1) passed and is effective 
January 1, 2019.
A small amendment was added before 
the vote on the option of putting date 
and location on the face of ribbons 
and rosettes used for regular and non-
regular Class placements and it passed 

as amended. So, Winners, BIS, Group 
placements and Reserves would still 
have to have the date and location on 
the face of the ribbon/rosette (Chapter 
5 Section 2).

Museum of the dog is planning to open 
February 8, 2019
More than 180 pieces of dog artwork and 
half a dozen interactive digital exhibits 
line two floors and three stories of New 
York City’s newest museum: The AKC 
Museum of the Dog. The museum will 
officially open February 8, 2019.
While this isn’t the first AKC Museum 
of the Dog, it’s the first time the AKC 
Museum of the Dog and the AKC 
Collection are both on display together. 
From 1982 to 1986 the museum was 
located at the New York Life Building, 
but for the past 30 years, it was located 
in St. Louis, Missouri. This year, the 
museum moved to the Park Avenue 
location where the AKC headquarters, 
library, and archives are currently 
located.
The museum director, Alan Fausel, 
says most people will spend at least an 
hour exploring the exhibits,but he says 
you could easily spend longer if you 
get consumed by the digital “Meet the 
Breeds” table, which lets you interact 
with and explore the characteristics of 
all 193 of AKC’s recognized breeds.

CONFORMATION
Thomas H. Bradley, 3d,​​ of Watertown, 
New York, began in dogs in 1954 
with German Shorthaired Pointers, 
exhibiting at his first point shows in 
1955 at Adirondack Kennel Club in 
Lake Placid, New York. Under his 
Luftnase prefix, Tom bred a number 
of sporting breeds, including Pointers, 
German Shorthairs, English Cocker 
Spaniels, and Labrador Retrievers. His 
last breeding produced a litter of four 
Border Terriers, all AKC champions. 
Breeding highlights include “Finishing 
five champions in our second litter of 
Labradors in the mid 1980’s” and being 
co-breeder of Pointer Ch. Luftnase 
Albelarm Bee’s Knees, the top dog, all 
breeds, 1981. Tom was approved to 
judge German Shorthaired Pointers, 
German Wirehaired Pointers, and 
Weimaraners in 1965. He now judges 
all sporting breeds and Best in Show. 
“My first BIS assignment was Santa 
Barbara, 1975, before I ever judged a 
Sporting Group. The entry, I believe, 
was over 4,000 dogs. I can still tell 
you the six group winners!” Among his 
most memorable judging assignments 
are judging the Irish Setter Club of 
America National Specialty four times. 
One of Tom’s greatest pleasures 
is mentoring aspiring Sporting Dog 
judges and admiring their successes. 
His article, - How I Judge Pointers- 
written years ago, is still used in the 
APC Judges Education Program. Tom 
was show-committee chairman for the 
Westminster Kennel Club show since 
2002, retiring from that position in May 
of 2016. In 2017, he was invited to 
judge BIS at Westminster which is the 
highlight of his judging career. He feels 
that being a co-founder of Take the Lead, 
plus twenty-five years as volunteer 
executive director, represents his most 
satisfying contribution to our sport. 
Tom enjoys everything associated with 
dogs, friends, traveling, cooking, local 

charity work and family time.

COMPANION EVENTS
Frank Washabaugh (Posthumous)
Frank was a graduate of Cornell 
University with a master's degree in 
chemical engineering, last employed by 
Englehard Chemical. During the 1960's 
he served in the Army Chemical Corps 
at Edgewood Arsenal in Maryland, then 
continued in the reserves, retiring as a 
Lt. Colonel. Frank, along with his wife 
Nancy of 45 years, bred and exhibited 
German Shorthaired Pointers for over 
30 years, which led Frank to a 20-
year career as a highly respected AKC 
licensed judge of breed and obedience. 
Frank passed away on June 11, 2018.

My original breed was the German 
Shorthaired Pointer. My wife and I 
have owned them for over 40 years. 
We acquired the Wire Fox Terrier 15 
years ago from my wife's cousin's 
breeding from an extensive line of 
Champions.

Introducing Phyllis Hamilton
Our new AKC Gazette columnist

I am very happy to have been invited 
by our President, Pam Fusco and the 
Board of Directors, to write this column. 
So, I would like to introduce myself, and 
mention some topics I plan to cover in 
the months ahead, especially those of 
greatest importance to me.

Last year, 2018, marked fifty years of 
my showing dogs: first, with my Irish 
Setters in Obedience; and beginning 
in 1983, marked my discovery of – and 
my life’s devotion to – our breed, the 
Alaskan Malamute.

Life: a Fascinating and Circuitous 
Journey 
Many friends rightly wondered how I 
made such a transition between two so 
different breeds. Shortly after finishing 
my BA in Psychology and relocating to 
Fort Collins, CO with my then-husband 
in 1967, we acquired a high-energy, 
year-old Irish setter from one of the 
Psych professors.  

The dog, Kelly, was sired by CH Kinvarra 
Flicker, one of the top champions of the 
day; but he was completely untrained, 
and getting him into a local obedience 
class was my first priority.

Now, I was never athletic by nature – 
indeed, a klutz; but as a teenager, I 
worked hard to become a fairly good 
rider, and was determined to become 
successful in obedience with this wild 
young Setter. Thanks to an expert 
instructor, Kelly and I began to work 
together, and a few months later, 
we entered Novice A Obedience at 
the Irish Setter Club of Colorado’s 
specialty show – and won our class 

and went Reserve High In Trial.  The 
“bug” had bitten – hard! Kelly went on 
to get his CD, CDX, and UD (under the 
“old” jump heights) – and in Utility, he 
did very well with high-scoring breed 
awards, placements, and a HIT. But 
even more than the competition, he 
enjoyed bringing great amusement to 
the audience with his antics in the ring. 
His son, Duffy, became an outstanding 
Open B dog, with many High Scoring 
breed awards.

Into the 1970s:  Blending Career and 
Dogs
By the late 1970s, I was teaching 
obedience, and learning to handle 
sporting and working breeds in the 
breed ring in addition to building my 
first career, in illustration and writing for 
newspapers and print advertising. 

In 1977, wishing to boost my career, 
I entered the Master’s program in 
Communications at Kansas State 
University, focusing on writing for print 
journalism as well as for the corporate 
world, I received my M.S. in 1979, 
began an MBA, and – kind of at the 
same time – was mentored by my 
major professor toward my PhD – and 
also decided on the spur of the moment 
to interview in Denver for corporate 
writing opportunities.
Soon thereafter – days apart – I was 
offered both a full Fellowship within the 
doctoral program in communications 
at Syracuse University – and, in 
contrast, a wonderful corporate writing 
position at Western Electric – which 
would become AT&T – working on the 
deregulation process. This split up “Ma 
Bell” into several regional operating 
companies and sent AT&T Corporate 
into a new operating universe, full of 
challenges and opportunities.
The job offer came with what 
was to me, at the time, an almost 
inconceivable salary. It determined my 
choice, since my dreams of dog show 
glory would have never been possible 
in an academic field.  And as I came 
to realize, my Type-A personality would 
not have been a good fit in that world 
either!

Denver, Dog Shows, and the 
Malamute Moment
My new job was great. I learned the 
ropes of the corporate world. In those 
days (1980), new employees in a 
‘writing/documentation’ career path 
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were assigned the endlessly detailed 
task of keeping current the huge library 
of CIs – Corporate Instructions – 
which formed the operating rules and 
regulations of the company, including all 
of its project management processes, 
its promotion criteria, human-resource 
practices, ad infinitum.  BUT, it was 
a gold mine of knowledge for how to 
advance in that world.

The best part of this assignment was 
that in my first few years, allowed a 
“normal” work-life balance with the 
flexibility to teach obedience and breed 
handling in the evenings and show on 
the weekends.  

So I began moonlighting at a lovely 
training facility in Denver, and one 
evening, a terrific older couple walked 
into my class with two nice – and active 
– Malamute puppies, three and four 
months of age.  Two months later, I took 
the boy into the 6-9 month puppy dog 
class at the Rocky Mountain specialty 
weekend and went WD with him; put a 
major on the bitch soon after and fell 
in love with the breed. Soon after, at 
an outdoor show, I looked across the 
ring and was swept away by the most 
beautiful bitch I had ever seen:  CH 
Champaign’s Kioma, bred and owned 
by Paul and Pat Kostock.  

The Kostocks became my mentors in 
the breed, sponsored my application 
to join AMCA. Because of their faith 
and trust in me, I was honored to 
acquire, show, and finish my Kodi, 
CH Champaign’s Montak Blue Magic. 
In 1987, my Savvy, CH Champaign 
Benchmark Big Shot, became my first 
ROM.

Thirty Years:  Showing, Breeding, 
and Rescue
And that is how thirty years went by in 
a whirlwind:  becoming an outsourcing 
proposal creator for top companies; 
and most of all, founding Benchmark 
with the eternal contribution of CH 
Northpaw’s Ghostbuster ROM, who 
gave me, via both foundation bitches. 
It was a fundamental and rewarding 
way to establish two parts of my 
bloodline, and then “criss-cross” them 
in successive generations, plus 
the strengths of other pivotal sires:  
especially True Blue, Chester, and 
Elvis.

I achieved forty Champions, five 
ROMs, made great friends achieving 
tons of obedience, agility, and working 
titles. Most of all, I have an incredible 
Benchmark Family who has achieved 
success and gave their hearts, souls, 
homes, and everlasting love to their 
Benchmark dogs and to me.

And all through these years, I have 
rescued and rehabbed over twenty-five 
Malamutes (and a Sibe or two), most of 
whom became wonderful companions 
for their new families. Some of them, 
not suited for adoption, continued 
to live happily with me for the rest 
of their lives. In the process, I have 
developed the processes and insights 
of intake assessment, applied behavior 
modification and the learning process 
which I plan to share with you in the 
near future.

One more thought for now:  in 1994, 
truly when I least expected it, an 
amazing person came into my life.  
With his support, abundant humor, 
and eternal patience, he tamed this 
“crazy left-handed artist,” embraced 
my dogs and dog shows and enabled 
the achievements I reflect upon today. 
Fifteen years after his untimely passing, 
I simply say:

Jim Hamilton, this one’s for you!

“Please remember that malamutes love

table scraps – in fact malamutes like 
just about anything that’s edible within 
reach – but not everything is good for 
every dog. In particular, please watch 
carefully when you have guests that 
they don’t inadvertently feed them 
something that’s on the DO NOT EAT 
list. Let’s call special attention to the 
artificial sweetener xylitol. In addition 
to being a sweetener, xylitol is also 
something called a humectant (it adds 
body to all kinds of products). It’s in 
toothpaste, baked goods, some peanut 
butters (check the ingredient list!), 
sugar-free gum and all kinds of items 
that smell and taste good. If your dog 
may have been exposed to xylitol and 
is vomiting or lacks coordination, go to 
the vet immediately. Xylitol changes 
insulin metabolism in dogs. It increases 
insulin levels and causes dogs to 
have low blood sugar within 30 to 60 
minutes. Very small amounts can cause 
symptoms which in addition to low 
blood sugar and vomiting, can include 
weakness and general lethargy.”

BUMPER also 
took High Combined in Exc and Adv, as 
well as High Triple Q. In the National 

Rally trial, BUMPER again took High 
Triple for Triple Q #14; LUCY took 
High Combined for RAE leg #9--one 
to go! The result in Exc B and Adv B 
was the same: First to LUCY, Second 
to IVY and Third to BUMPER.

I was so pleased to see such quality beginning with some wonderful puppies and through Best of 

Breed.  There were many wonderful dogs that on any given day could have been awarded high honors.  Keep up the great work folks!   
One area to mention for future improvement would be our front-ends.  Look to improve shoulder layback and length of upper arm.   
 
Best in Specialty Show:  GCHB CH. Silverice’s Jager Bomb (D) 
The Best of Breed entry was filled with quality males and bitches, many deserving of the specialty win on any given day.  However, 
my Best of Breed dog ALWAYS took my breath away from the minute he entered the ring.  My heart be still.  An absolutely stunning 
boy in all aspects.  Completely balanced from tip of nose to tip of tail, never put a foot down wrong, moved at the perfect speed, 
extremely sound, in perfect condition, athletic, and screamed male Alaskan Malamute, yet a soft beautiful expression. Gorgeous 
headpiece, body, and legs and tail carriage.  Carried himself with strength yet grace.  I was honored to have this dog in my ring, and to 
award him the Best in Specialty Show.  Congratulations on such an outstanding boy! 
 
Best of Opposite Sex: GCHB CH. Silverice’s Sensational Celebutante (B) 
Best of Opposite was an absolutely gorgeous bitch who was exquisite in breed type both standing and moving, was extremely 
balanced, and a joy to watch as she effortlessly moved properly down and back and around the ring, and never put a foot down wrong.  
She was also in outstanding condition.   This bitch could also have been my Best of Breed on any given day. 
 
Select Dog:  CH Alaskan Legend Show Must Go On 
A very handsome representative of the breed, and could also have been Best of Breed on any given day.  Beautifully balanced, in 
outstanding condition, and moved effortlessly.  The shoulder layback and rear angels on this dog was beautiful.  The BOB dog was 
more consistent with a steadier more balanced side gait.  
 
Select Bitch:  GCH CH Kasaan Sno Klassic’s Kiss The Fortune 
Another beautiful representative of a gorgeous bitch who could also have been BOB or BOS on any given day.  Again, beautiful breed 
type head to tail and very sound.  The BOS bitch moved slightly cleaner in the rear on the down and back, and moved with a bit more 
power on the side on this day.  
 
Best of Winners & Winners Dog:  Man In The Mirror Shamanrock (Open Dog Class) 
Coming from the Open Dog Class, this dog had a lot of heavy competition.  I would have been proud to award any one of the Open 
Dogs the points that day.  This boy however had the best overall balance, head to tail, was a moderate dog with very correct 
proportions, and did not put a foot down wrong when moving.  A very athletic dog, very well-conditioned, and really impressed me, 
even though he was a bit out of coat.  I understand this male is from out of the country.  I would hope he continues onto the path of his 
American Championship, as he is well deserving. 
 
Reserve Winners Dog:  IT. CH MULTI CH The Magician Marcello Mastroianni (Open Dog Class) 
Also, from the Open Class, this dog was just beautiful, and it was a close running for Winners Dog.  This dog was also in beautiful 
condition, again moderate with good proportions and moved very well.  The Winners Dog had a slightly better length of upper arm 
with a bit better front angulation and better forechest.  Another international dog who I hope pursues his American Championship, as 
he is also very deserving. 
 
Winners Bitch:  Kasaan’s Lovin’ The Fortune (12-15 Month Class) 
 A stunning young bitch standing and moving, who did not put a foot down wrong.  She was very clean moving coming and going, 
and on the side just floated while also showing correct effortless power.  Very well balanced, correct proportions, beautiful headpiece, 
strong topline, and correct tail carriage.  Feminine yet very athletic.  Although a bit out of coat, she was clearly stunning in every other 
way.  I can see this girl not only being a champion in the future, but a top winning special.   
 
Reserve Winners Bitch:   Shandael’s Secret Treasure at Kalamals (9-12 Month Puppy Bitch Class) 
Reserve Winners Bitch was a lovely young bitch who will easily finish her Championship.  Again, another very well-balanced and 
nice moving bitch.  Beautiful structure, type, wonderful proportions, and very sound.   Just a bit less fluid in side movement as WB. 
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AMCA 2018 National Specialty Judge Critique 
Mrs. Gay Kuehnel-Hisatake 
 
Judging the 2018 Alaskan Malamute National was the culmination of a long-awaited goal.  I 
started out in this breed in 1966 with my first pet, Simeon.  After he left me; I found my first 
show dog, Balto, this breed has given me a lifetime of pleasure and challenges. 52 years of 
studying, training, learning and loving this breed has largely defined who I am. This honored 
assignment has fulfilled me as a breeder judge.  I give my sincerest thank you and 
appreciation to all who entrusted me to adjudicate over your dogs at this prestigious event. It 
was a thrill and an honor! 
  
Best of Breed: My BOB dog presented himself as a sound solid working dog with a calm 
dignified temperament. He was substantial without being coarse, possessed a compact body, good bone and beautiful large compact 
feet. He was balanced, well-muscled and in overall excellent condition.  His movement was purposeful and close to the ground, with 
no wasted or excessive motion.   It was clean coming and going, easy from the side, with the reach and drive necessary to get the job 
done. 
 
His head was masculine, with the correct bulky muzzle, and his expression was soft. He had a neck that was powerful. His tail set and 
carriage was a correct plume over his back. The coat, so important for survival of this breed, had the correct harsh texture, with a 
dense wooly undercoat. He is an excellent representative of the Alaskan Malamute, and a dog developed for hauling heavy weight in 
harsh conditions. 
 
Winners Dog/Best of Winners:  This young dog was a lovely and correct standard sized malamute. His body was compact with a 
short well-muscled loin. He had a solid, strong, and slightly sloping topline with a beautiful coarse standoff weather resistant coat. His 
movement was clean, effortless, and ground covering. 
 
His head piece was wedge shaped and had very nice proportions, with moderate stop and well-placed ears that were small and well 
furred. His almond shaped eyes had nice color and added to a soft intelligent expression. 
 
Winners Bitch: My WB was a powerful package showing a strong compact body, well sprung ribs, and a deep chest. Her topline was 
firm and strong. She had good forechest and a well laid-back shoulder assembly, with good rear angle and a well let down hock. Her 
neck was thick, powerful, and slightly arched. She had heavy bone and her feet were large snowshoes. She moved with considerable 
reach and drive, and went around the ring like she owned it. 
 
Best of Opposite: This bitch had attitude! She said to me, “I am ready to go to work.” She was substantially built, with strong 
shoulders and an excellent forechest. Her depth of chest met the standard as it was approximately one half the height of her height at 
the shoulders, with the deepest point just behind her forelegs. Her neck was strong and slightly arched, she also possessed good bone 
and correct tail carriage. 
 
Once again; she was able to provide me with a correct coat. It was a standoff, harsh to the touch, quality coat. Her movement was 
athletic and agile, and she was very deserving of this BOS award. 
 
Select Dog: My SD presented a very pretty picture and an excellent example of what moderate means as it relates to the Alaskan 
Malamute standard. He stood well over his pads, and maintained a proud carriage. His head was a correct wedge with a broad skull 
and a small thick triangular ear set wide apart. Pigmentation around his almond shaped eyes was dark and his lips were tight fitting. 
 
This was a well-presented dog with a strong firm back whose overall balance could be appreciated as he moved briskly and 
effortlessly around the ring.   
 
Select Bitch: My SB was a feminine very well-balanced bitch with lovely expression. She possessed a poised- and confident attitude 
that was accompanied by balanced and clean movement on the go around. There was good length of leg under her compact body, and 
her tail followed the length of her spine as it flowed into a plume over her back. She had nice length of neck and a short strong loin. 
There was strength in her structure and balance in that her length of leg measured to her length and depth of body was very good.  Her 
angles front and rear were also balanced adding to the picture of a correct well-structured bitch. 
 
General Observations: I was very pleased with the overall quality of this entry. There were many sound dogs of correct size carrying 
lovely harsh standoff coats. Tail sets were improved, and many with nice bone, feet, and compact bodies. Temperaments were 
outstanding! Improvements could be made in some of the head types, as several dogs had round eyes, some light in color, with 
pronounced stop or lacking stop with snipey muzzles, and ears large, not properly set.  My overall impression is that our breed is in 
good shape in the hands of our dedicated breeders both in the US and other contributing countries. Thank you!
